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A. OBJECTIVES

The Ministry of Youth Development wished to obtain insight into the issues of interest and concern – affectively salience, to young people in the 12-24 year age range. An important requirement was that the issues were to originate from youth themselves rather than represent responses to issues pre selected for them to grade. Given that the enquiry was framed within a population survey the issues were to be elicited at a top-of-mind level, rather after consideration and reflection.



The Ministry judged that four vantage points would be useful in eliciting the issues. These were:

· What young people felt was most important to them in their lives, right now.

· Whether anything caused them to worry or be anxious.

· What they felt was the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present.

· The one thing they would do if they were Prime Minister, to make living in New Zealand better than it is now.



It is in the nature of issue research that such questions will intersect and complement each other, as well as each adding to the overall perspective. This was seen as an acceptable and constructive characteristic in the light of the essentially qualitative analysis that is produced.

B. METHOD

1. PILOT

The survey approach and questionnaire were pre-tested by means of a pilot survey.

a. Purpose

The broad objective of the pilot survey was to test out the response of 12-24 year olds to being asked four questions relating to different domains of personal relevance to them.

Specific objectives were to determine.

· Whether persons in this age range would engage with such questions, ie, attempt sincerely to answer them.

· Whether the phrasing of the questions provided an acceptable fit to the way persons in this age range expressed themselves, viz whether the topic or phrasing of the question around it, created any difficulty to understanding, or dissonance in expression.

· Whether the questions elicited answers of a nature that served the interest of the survey purpose.



· Whether a sequence of questions judged to proceed from most personal to least personal, attracted fuller or different participation to a sequence judged to proceed from least personal to most personal.

b. Approach

The mode of pilot interview was telephone, with:

· The sample frame being the White Pages of the telephone directories, viz listed landline-owning homes.

· Two approaches were used in drawing the sample.

· A general sample was obtained by assigning different page number ranges of the White Pages phone directory to interviewers and having them phone each successive number to screen for the presence of persons in the surveys age range.



· A supplementary sample was prepared by drawing names and addresses from the Electoral Roll(s), and then looking the numbers up in the White Pages. This simply recognised that Maori are generally undercovered by phone surveys. The step sought to rebalance this effect rather than to be able to report separately on a Maori subsample.

· Once contact was made by phone, the interviewer identified the sponsor of the survey and asked whether anyone in the home fell into the eligible age group. If more than one did so, the "last birthday" person was asked for.

· Callbacks were made where the household appeared co-operative to linking the interviewer to the eligible person. However, sampling protocols were relaxed to allow available respondents, ie, home at the time of contact, or respondents favoured for enabling a spread across the three age groups of interest (12-15 years, 16-19 years, 20-24 years) to be interviewed.

· A total of 10 different interviewers were utilised, averaging eight successful interview completions each, leading to a final sample of 81 interviews.

c. Questionnaire Versions

· Two versions of the questionnaire were created. These were identical in the question topics and phrasings.

· The difference between them related to the ordering of the topics for the four topics addressed. One version presented the questions from most personal to least, the other used the reverse sequence. The purpose of this was to see whether either produced a more ready and fulsome production of answers from the respondents, or was found easier to either ask by the interviewer or answer by the respondent. In particular whether it would be advantageous to have more personal questions earlier or later in the sequence.

· Both versions of the questionnaire asked three probing questions supported by the reasoning that we would appreciate the respondents' help to make the questions easier for people to relate to. They were asked what they thought the question was trying to get at, and whether there was a clearer way we could word it for them. The "Prime Minister" question was considered to be self evident and therefore not followed up in this way.

· Copies of the two pilot versions are available in the dedicated pilot report which appears under separate cover.

d. Pilot Findings

The pilot survey was of a scale and design intended to give qualitative and operational insights into the implementation of the full survey. The findings are therefore expressed in qualitative terms.

· Ten experienced telephone survey interviewers were each given the two versions of the question sequence to use in rotation. The idea was to tap into any difficulties they may encounter in administering either version, and to allow subjective comparison of which version, if either, was better received by respondents.

· 
Eight of the ten interviewers felt that the version in which the "Prime Minister" question was asked last, was better received by respondents, most particularly young respondents. One felt the two sequences were about comparable, and one felt that the "Prime Minister" first sequence, was easier. The cues they relied on to form these impressions were the frequency and length of hesitations, the apparent difficulty in replying and the frequency with which it was deemed appropriate to return to the question later, after asking the other questions.

· Inspection of the answers given to each of the versions, revealed no differences in the level of "don't knows/nothing" style replies. This may be because the interviewers, recognising the qualitative nature of the interview, cycled back to such responses later in the interview to see whether the respondent had warmed sufficiently to the process to attempt their answer again. Also playing a part in this may be the fact that the sequence effect, while noticeable, was not particularly strong in its final impact.

· 
For the "big issue", "most important" and "worry or anxiety" topics, follow-up questions were asked around whether respondents felt they knew what the question was trying to get at and whether they could think of a clearer way the question could be put to them.

· None of the three questions attracted even a minor level of difficulty in interpretation, nor any suggestions for different wording. A small proportion of respondents suggested the questions could "give examples" of what was intended, or "be specific" in what they should answer to. These suggestions however, would run counter to the survey intention of eliciting unqualified top-of-mind associations.

· Perhaps the main requirement of the survey is that the questions do attract responses as opposed to no replies or don't knows. All four questions did so, with a relatively low level of don't knows. A proportion of the answers are relatively sparse in their articulation. Some further effort could be made by interviewers in the full survey to encourage, without directing, respondents to "open up" and qualify their answers further. NRB addressed this in the briefing of interviewers for the full survey.

· 
Each of the four questions attracted a range of themes rather than simply one or two narrow replies. No attempt has been made to code this small number of interviews or compare them to any prior expectation. The fact that some themes appear in common for the four questions is acceptable when taken in context with the way the four questions complement each other in intersecting the lives and concerns of young people, from different vantages.

e. 
Pilot Conclusions

We concluded from the pilot that:

· The questions as such fulfil their purpose without requiring modification.

· They are better asked by beginning with the issues closest to the respondent.

· That interviewers be briefed to encourage more expansive articulation where possible, including returning to "don't know" style answers, later in the interview if relationship and opportunity permit.

2. MAIN SURVEY

f. Survey Specifications

· Mode of interview was telephone.

· Sample frame was the White Pages of the phone directory, ie, listed landline homes.

· Coverage was nationwide, urban and rural based on all 18 White Page directories.

· Sampling was two stage. The first stage was the random selection of homes on the basis of drawing every xth home on every yth page.

· The second stage was selecting a person aged 12-24 years from those normally resident in the home who fell in this age group. The chosen person was the "last birthday" person among those eligible. Where no person living in the home fell into the eligible age range, the contact was ended.

· Only one person was interviewed per home.

· A call pattern involving an initial call, followed by two further calls if required was employed to try to contact the houses sampled. A fourth call was made where the third established that an appointment could be made at a given time. Calls were varied by day and time to improve the chances of successful contact.

· The survey sample protocol recognised that participation in phone surveys typically under-represents some parts of the population. Males, people aged 17-24 years, and lowest and highest socio-economic groups are examples. For this survey the effort was made to manage participation by age group within gender such as to obtain approximate populations participating in the two gender by three age groups, viz six population "cells". Interviewers were instructed that as they progressed through their assignments they were to give priority to age-gender groups for which there was an emerging shortfall, aiming over their assignment to reflect given population proportions.

· The relaxation of strict random protocol recognised that the survey purpose was to obtain a broad range of qualitative perceptions among young people, rather than to try to state precisely what proportion hold a particular view. In short the sample strategy was a purposive one serving the end uses to which the findings were to be put.

g. 
Achievement Of Sample

The main survey interviewed 1,018 respondents in the 12-24 year age range, using the preferred questionnaire sequence established in the pilot.

Taking into account the spread of population in New Zealand and sample size, three areas were used to present the survey results and benchmarking adjustments. The three areas are Northland and Auckland, Rest of North Island and South Island.

h. Benchmarking

Benchmarking is the expression which describes the arithmetic adjustment of the obtained sample subgroups to be proportionate to the population so that each has their due weight in the calculation of the total. The 18 age-gender-area cells were used as the basis for benchmarking.

i. Timing

The survey was conducted between the last week in June and the first week in August 2010, allowing six weeks to obtain the interviews.

j. Audit

Audit calls to check fidelity of interviewing were made to 10% of each interviewers calls.

k. Questionnaire

A copy of the questionnaire is enclosed.

l. Coding

The questionnaires particular characteristic was that the information of interest was captured in four open-ended questions, intentionally unconstrained as to what inflection the respondents might put on them. Each question was coded in order to make it amenable to processing into the summary format of percentaged tables.

The coding was undertaken by an experienced qualitative survey coder following systematic procedure. Listings of answers to each of the four questions were made, identifying recurring themes, expressed in different words, being identified as the listing proceeded.


The same topic or issue in particular questions might be mentioned by respondents with different intent, for example, some young people said "we should put driving age up" but some said "driving age should be kept as the same". The other example is that "government should lower tax rate" was mentioned by some respondents while others said "tax should be raised so we can have more money on education, medical system, etc". We used different codes to address both "conservative" and "progressive" intent when a similar situation existed. Please note that normally a new code wouldn't be created if only three or four people offered particular opinion. However, to better present the different intent, new codes were created for the above situations.

This process ended with the preparation of a coding appendix, ie, one appendix for each of the four topic questions. The appendix states the theme, and gives examples of the variety of answers coded to that theme.

All questionnaires were then coded, ie, a numerical value for the theme(s) offered by the respondent was entered into their data. Multiple answers covering different themes were included.

This data was keyboarded into survey software to enable a data set to be prepared.

m. 
Tabulation

The data set prepared in the way described above was then composed into percentaged tables. These show the number of respondents and the percentage who gave each reply. Since multiple answers were permitted the totals in any column may add in excess of 100%.

n. Margin Of Error

The survey is a scientifically prepared service, based on a random probability sample. The maximum likely error limits occur when the sample is split 50/50 on an issue, but often the split is less, and an 80/20 split is shown below, as a comparison. Margin of error, at the 95% level of confidence, for different sample sizes are:

The margin of error figures above refer to the accuracy of a result in a survey, given a 95% level of confidence.

A 95% level of confidence implies that if 100 samples were taken, we would expect the margin of error to contain the true value in all but five samples. The results in 95 of these samples are most likely to fall close to that obtained in the original survey, but may, with decreasing likelihood, vary by up to plus or minus 3.1%, for a sample of 1,000 in this survey.

The notable difference figures above refer to the boundary, above and below a result, whereby one may conclude that the difference is notable, given a 95% level of confidence. Thus the notable difference, for the same question, between two separate surveys of 1,000 respondents, is plus or minus 4.4%, given a 95% level of confidence, where the midpoint of the two results is 50%.

C. FINDINGS
1. WHAT IS MOST IMPORTANT TO YOU IN YOUR LIFE, RIGHT NOW?

All respondents were asked "Thinking about you, yourself, what is most important to you in your life right now?", multiple responses were allowed for this question.

Graph 1 shows the main responses to this question (see Section F for full verbatim response).

Key Points
The three main responses* are …

· 'My family', mentioned by 45% of respondents (461 respondents),

· 'My education/school work/tertiary studies', 42% (429 respondents),

· 'My friends', 29% (294 respondents).

· 'Personal issues/problems', 7% (71 respondents),

· 'Crime/increasing crime/drug use/soft criminal justice', 6% (59 respondents),

· 'Getting a job/finding a good job/full time employment', 6% (56 respondents).

3. WHAT IS THE BIG ISSUE FOR YOUNG PEOPLE IN NEW ZEALAND?

All respondents gave their answers for the question "Thinking about young people around your age group, what do you think is the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present?", multiple responses were allowed for this question.

Graph 3 shows the main responses to this question (see Section F for full verbatim response).

Key Points
The six main responses* are …

· 'Teenage drinking/underage drinking/binge drinking', mentioned by 28% of respondents (280 respondents),

· 'Drug/drug abuse', 14% (143 respondents),

· 'Unemployment/finding jobs/job opportunities/job security', 14% (138 respondents),

· 'Education/school life/university/passing exams', 11% (109 respondents),

· 'Social things/parties/fun lifestyle/travel/ hobbies', 10% (96 respondents),

· 'Peer pressure/fitting in/getting accepted socially', 9% (92 respondents).

Of those respondents who treated 'drugs/drug abuse' as the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present, those aged 16 to 19 years are slightly more likely to say so, than respondents aged 12 to 15 years old and 20 to 24 years old.

Respondents aged 20 to 24 years old are more likely to think that 'unemployment/finding jobs/job opportunities/job security' is the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present, compared with respondents aged 12 to 15 years old and 16 to 19 years old.

There are no significant differences between age groups, gender groups and area groups of respondents in terms of those respondents who reported that the big issue in New Zealand for young people is 'education/school life/university/passing exams'. However, respondents who live in Northland and Auckland area are slightly more likely to say so, compared with those who live in Rest of North Island area and South Island area.

It also appears that there are no notable differences between age groups, gender groups and area groups of respondents in terms of identifying 'social things/parties/fun lifestyle/ travel/hobbies' as the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present.

Compared with respondents aged 12 to 15 years old and 16 to 19 years old, those who are 20 to 24 years old are less likely to treat 'peer pressure/fitting in/getting accepted socially' as the big issue for young people in New Zealand at present.

4. WHAT IS THE ONE THING YOU WOULD DO TO MAKE LIVING IN NEW ZEALAND BETTER THAN IT IS NOW, IF YOU WERE PRIME MINISTER?

All respondents were asked "Thinking about things that would make a difference, if you were Prime Minister, what is the one thing you would do to make living in New Zealand better than it is now". Again, multiple answers were allowed for this question. Graph 4 shows the main responses to this question (see Section F for full verbatim response).

Key Points
The seven main responses* are …

· 'Address cost of education/provide free education', mentioned by 8% of respondents (80 respondents),

· 'Create more jobs/work for unemployment/ no dole', 8% (78 respondents),

· 'Address underage drinking/raise drinking age', 7% (74 respondents),

· 'More funding in education/improve education', 7% (71 respondents),

· 'Cut back/lower taxes/have no taxes/review the tax system', 7% (69 respondents),

· 'More assistance/support for low income families', 5% (55 respondents),

· 'Address driving by young people/raise driving age', 5% (46 respondents).

There are no significant differences between age groups, gender groups and area groups of respondents in terms of addressing the following things, if they were Prime Minister …

· 'Address cost of education/provide free education',

· 'Create more jobs/work for unemployment/ no dole',

· 'Address underage drinking/raise drinking age',

· 'More funding in education/improve education',

· 'Cut back/lower taxes/have no taxes/review the tax system',

· 'More assistance/support for low income families',

· 'Address driving by young people/raise driving age'.

However, respondents aged 20 to 24 years old are slightly more likely to address 'cost of education/provide free education', if they were Prime Minister, compared with respondents who are 12 to 15 years old and 16 to 19 years old. Moreover, females are slightly more likely to say so than males.

Females are also slightly more likely than males in terms of those who said they would 'cut back/lower taxes/have no taxes/review the tax system', if they were Prime Minister.
